Introduction
The DATATWG meeting was held on 29 Jun 99, 0900-1200 hrs. at The MITRE Corporation, Reston, VA. Representatives from Army, Air Force, Navy, DISA, and SHADE were present.  Attendee list is at enclosure 1. 

2.0 Data Warehousing Requirements 

Ms. Barbara Cerny, Wright Patterson Air Force Base (WPAFB) presented a list of proposed data warehousing requirements for inclusion to the Data Access Services (DAS) Software Requirements Specification (SRS).  The briefing that contains the proposed requirements will be posted to http://134.80.72.77/code/products/pdmcs/das/das.htm for members who did not attend this meeting to review.  Comments should be forwarded to Ms. Cerny and Mr. Jay Scarano.  The following is a synopsis of the review:

· A new section will be inserted in the DAS SRS as DA 3.2.5 Data Warehousing Requirements.

· A preface paragraph will be drafted that will follow the section heading.

· The wording “The DAS warehouse” will be stripped from all the proposed requirements to be replaced by “The DAS shall”.

· A precedence and criticality code will be assigned to each proposed requirement; i.e. 1 - essential, 2 – desired, and 3 – optional.

· The proposed requirements must be reviewed against the I&RTS for conflicts, which will likely appear due to the I&RTS being written without any regard to teradata.  The DATATWG expects that revisions will have to be made to the I&RTS to accommodate scaling to terabytes of data.

· The DAS SRS must be reviewed and list of requirements already in the SRS that also applies to teradata DBMSs must be drafted.  This list will be included in section DA 3.2.5 as a pointer list, rather than duplicating the requirements.

· WPAFB 3.18.1.2 rewrite to simplify

· WPAFB 3.18.1.3 accepted

· WPAFB 3.18.1.4 accepted

· WPAFB 3.18.1.5 rewrite to simplify

· WPAFB 3.18.1.7 will be folded in the introductory paragraph.

· WPAFB 3.18.1.8 part of this requirement already exist in DAS SRS DA 3.2.1.2.1.28. which will be revised to encompass multimedia data.

· WPAFB 3.18.2.1 reword

· WPAFB 3.18.2.2 review DA 3.2.1.2.1.1 which speaks to ANSI SQL to determine if existing requirement satisfies 

· WPAFB 3.18.2.3 review sections DA 3.2.1.2.2.2 and DA 3.2.1.2.2.4 to determine if existing requirement satisfies 

· WPAFB 3.18.3.1 accepted

· WPAFB 3.18.3.2 accepted

· WPAFB 3.18.4.1 exists in the Security SRS

· Provide definitions to include the following:

· scalable

· symmetric multi-processor (SMP)

· massively parallel processors (MPP)

· online transaction processing (OLTP)

· online analytical processing (OLAP)

· decision support query

Ms. Cerny has the lead for these actions.  Mr. Scarano as the DATATWG Air Force representative will work with Ms. Cerny to make these changes which he will provide to the DATATWG before the next meeting.

Action Item Discussion

· Mr. Jay Scarano, the DATATWG Air Force Representative requested additional time to close out actions assigned to him at the 20 Apr meeting.  Mr. Scarano will provide closure to these actions at the next meeting.

· Mr. John Leibman was not present at this meeting, but sent Ms. Tayna Buck an email requesting 2 more weeks to close out his actions.

· Ms. Bucks’ action to obtain a status on Versant.  Versant briefed the DATATWG last year on their ODBMS.  Calls were made and the only information obtained was that (1) Versant has a new address; and (2) the personnel who briefed the DATATWG are no longer with Versant.  The POC I was referred to could not offer any insight as to weather or not the customer was still interested in getting their ODBMS COE compliant.  The customer at the time of the briefing was Ballistic Missile Defense (BMDL), Colorado. 

4.0 XML Training Session Summary

Mr. Anthony Hodges presented a summary of a one-day in-house course entitled Introduction to XML by Interleaf,  25 Jun at Ft. Monmouth.  The course provided hands on exercises which presented the XML technology and some of the programs designed for interaction with XML documents, such as:  

· Near and Far Designer  - used to create DTDs (Document Type Definition)
· XML Notepad – used to create XML instances
· WordPad – used to view source code from DTD or an XML instance
· Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.0 – used to test well-formedness and validity, also used for direct XML viewing with XSL (XML Styling Language)
In addition, Interleaf, upon examining the DII COE registry offered the following:

· There should be a different person designated to submit and approve tags

· Clarity outweighs efficiency (for tagging); tags used in the DII COE registry have little meaning to anyone outside the military.  For instance, “org” should be replaced with “organization”.

· There isn’t a need for schemas if DTDs are used.

The last comment regarding schemas garnered a bit of discussion, leading to a request from the DATATWG to extend an invitation to Interleaf’s XML technical POC to brief.  Mr. Hodges took an action to investigate what it will take to get Interleaf to brief the DATATWG. 

5.0 Wrap Up

· Ms. Buck provided a status on Informix and Oracle segments.  Informix 7.3.1, as of 14 Jun passed functional and compliance testing at DISA.  It will be tested for Y2K next.  Regarding Oracle, according to Ellen Minderman, Oracle 8.0.5 for NT was to be delivered 16 Jun.  The HP and Solaris version were scheduled to be delivered the week of 21 Jun.

· No one present attended the Jun AOG and therefore no AOG summary was provided.  Ms. Buck took an action to provide Army generated AOG minutes to Ms. Pam Antoun and Ms. Mary Collins.
· Ms. Buck took an action to schedule a JOPES briefing for the next meeting at the request of GCCS-A.
