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Information:

The SRS will document platform capability, kernel APIs (abstracted services to be provided by the OS), and kernel applications to be provided by other vendors (such as Tivoli and CA Unicenter).  The SRS will be developed in a three-step process.  The steps are listed below under the appropriate point of contact.

The documentation funding issue will be discussed offline.  Mr. Wheeler prefers to provide a strong reference implementation and use the leftover money for documentation.

Ada binding support is tabled for now.  The reference implementation will be in a single defined language.  That language has not yet been determined.  If Services want to accept development and maintenance responsibility for specific-language bindings, they can contact the Chief Engineer and discuss a memorandum of understanding.

The event model issue is deferred.  The Army will provide information about the specific events they are interested in.

The next meeting is scheduled for 0900, Thursday, 27 July, at DISA Parkridge, room 2207.

Action Items:

1. All Members:  Provide feedback on the kernel guiding principles.

2. All Members:  Document requirements for support for specific languages.

3. Dr. McVittie:  Add “Architectural flexibility/usability” to the kernel guiding principles.  This covers the desire to manage 100 machines with a single system administrator.

4. Dr. McVittie:  SRS Step 2:  Provide a functional allocation of the platform definition.  What does the OS need to provide?  Clearly delimit OS content from GOTS/COTS Tier 1 applications.  The SRS should be in the form of requirements that define what is desired.  There will be a community process with industry to determine what is possible.

5. Dr. McVittie:  Discuss the memory management issues with the interested parties.  Is there a real time memory management model?  Do we consider that administration is done only at non time-critical times?

6. Dr. McVittie:  Put a file on the JPL Kernel TWG site that contains details on the additional capabilities.  Put them in rank order.

7. TWG Chairs (to be tasked separately):  SRS Step 3:  Review your TWG’s SRS for interactions with the OS.  You have 40 days (until 7 July) to provide your inputs to JPL.  Cut and paste the relevant items into a new document, instead of sending JPL your whole SRS.  Replies are required.  Negative replies are allowed.

8. AOG Representatives (to be tasked separately):  The Kernel TWG should develop a CONOPS for deploying and administering COE systems.  AOG representatives should provide input on the number of users, connectivity (how stable is the connection, do you use dial-up lines?), and block diagrams showing the sites, number of users at each site, connection points, and end-user workstations.

9. Mr. Schulz:  SRS Step 1:  Define the platform (as used in 4.2 KPC) and define the set of services required at the platform level (such as X Windows, TCP/IP).
