DII COE Multimedia/Collaboration Services Technical Working Group (MCTWG) 
Meeting Minutes

The DII COE Multimedia and Collaboration Services Technical Working Group (MCTWG) met from 1:00PM - 5:00PM via multi-point VTC and teleconference in Bedford, Reston ,Fort Monmoth, Hurlburt Field, and Langley AFB,. The following individuals were in attendance (in no specific order): 
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Meeting Summary: 

1. DII COE Collaboration Took Kit Component Nomination.  Michael Townsend presented an overview of a Streaming Media candidate being proposed for inclusion in the DII COE CTK.  Three competing technologies were investigated and presented: QuickTime from Apple, Windows Media Encoder and Player from Microsoft, and RealPlayer and RealServer from RealNetworks.  QuickTime server is free and available for SunOS, but there are only players available for Macintosh and Windows operating systems.  Windows Media encoder is available for Windows NT and 2000, and the Media player is also only available for Macintosh and Windows operating systems.  RealServer is a licensed product available for SunOS with media players available for both Windows and Solaris operating systems.  The recommendation was made to adopt and incorporate the solution from RealNetworks.  The DISA/DARPA JPO has segmented and tested components at Level 6 DII compliance; with additional work they believe that they might be able to meet Level 7 compliance.

Action:  Voting members review the attached presentation from the JPO, send questions to Kevin Walker (copy Michael Krutsch and Mark Maybury) and be prepared to vote at the June meeting.

2. Demonstration of Latitude’s MeetingPlace.  Ari Tapper presented a briefing on Latitude and their e-Conferencing solution for the enterprise; MeetingPlace.  MeetingPlace is a commercial product that provides audio and data conferencing capabilities to corporate customers.  Audio conferencing is accomplished through a phone switch and user telephones; there is an integration between the telephony and data worlds through a dedicated telephony grade card installed in the server.  Data conferencing is done through a T.120/T.128 compliant server; the end user application is a browser and web interface.  Their largest customer numbers thousands of users; 960 people can be accommodated in a single meeting.  Specific capabilities of the product, questions and answers are attached to these minutes.

3. Presentation by Microsoft and ezenia!.  Randy Schmidt (Microsoft) and Jay McConville (ezeniz!)  jointly presented a value proposition announcement; essentially a strategic alliance announcement.  The presentation disclosed short, mid, and long term goals of the alliance.  An example of a short term goal is to share a common directory of users between IWS and Exchange by the inclusion of Active Directory Services in IWS 2.5.  An example of a mid term goal is to integrate Microsoft’s MCU, the Exchange Conferencing Server into the IWS environment and a long term example would be the inclusion of Microsoft’s Digital Dashboard and SharePoint servers into IWS.  Specific comments and questions are attached to these minutes.

4. Review of the MCSTWG Requirements Tracibility Matrix.  Mark gave background on a tasking from the AOG to all TWG chairs, provide (or review and provide updated) RTMs to the AOG.  The rest of the meeting was devoted to a real time review and update of the RTM; it is attached for review and comment.

Action:  All members review the attached RTM and provide any comments questions or updates to Michael and Mark.
