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1. Purpose

2. Meeting Location

a. The DII COE MP TWG was held on 7 October 99 at the Logicon Facility, 1831 Wiehle Avenue, Reston, VA., located on the corner of Sunset Hill Road, North of the Dulles Toll Road.

3. Opening Remarks

a. Mr. Michael Hicks, chair of the DII COE MP Working Group opened the meeting at 9:00 am by welcoming all those attending. Opening remarks are summarized as follows:

· The DII COE MP Technical Working Group is the forum to bring issues to the attention of DISA and the Architecture Oversight Group (AOG).

· Agenda items may be submitted at any time to bmcardle@c3smail.monmouth.army.mil.
· The DII COE MP SRS, dated 7 October 1999, was previously distributed for comments pending final approval.  Mr. Hicks reaffirmed the fact that the SRS is the primary specification for joint community messaging requirements.  It is the SRS that directs the developers of DII COE MP applications, including CMP, IRIS, and Turbo-Prep to provide required functionality as well as schedule build plans for future releases.

4. Product Briefings/Discussions

a. The scheduled Turbo-Prep briefing was postponed until the next TWG.

b. Mr. Jeff Atkinson, Systematic Software Engineering (SSE), provided a briefing the current status of IRIS.  An electronic copy of the briefing is being provided with the minutes < IRIS_BRF.ppt >.  Additional copies may be obtained by contacting SSE. 

· In summary, the briefing included discussion of IRIS version 3.0 new features and enhancements which included body editor enhancements, message manager enhancements, mission file administration capabilities, and XML support.

· The segmented DII COE IRIS product(s), version 2.2 Service Pack 8, is planned to be delivered to DISA Configuration Management (CM) in October.  This version of the software is segmented for the DII COE 3.1 Kernel for HP and DII COE 3.3 Kernel for Solaris 2.5.1.  Segmentation and delivery of version 3.0 will follow a few weeks later.

· Subsequent to DISA acceptance testing, the segmented version of IRIS will be commercially available through SSE in conjunction with DISA.  Interested organizations should contact SSE for pricing and availability.

c. Mr. Robert Gerardi, UnixPros, presented an overview of the DII COE Common Message Processor. An electronic copy of the briefing is being provided with the minutes < CMP_STAT.ppt >.  Additional copies may be obtained by contacting Mr. Gerardi at, robg@unixpros.com.    

· In summary, the briefing included highlights of capabilities, planned improvements, and new features that included XML support and new GUI supporting full integration of all VMF message formats.

· Following the briefing, Mr. Gerardi demonstrated the new VMF capabilities and XML support processes.

· Anticipated delivery of the segmented DII COE CMP, version 4.1.0.0, to DISA CM is planned for late October or early November.  This version of the software is segmented for the DII COE 4.1 Kernel for Solaris System 7 and DII COE Kernel 4.1 for Windows NT.  

· Subsequent to DISA acceptance testing, the new version of CMP will be available to the joint community through DISA.

5. General Discussion

a. Comments on the DII COE MP SRS were received from various organizations.  All comments will be reviewed and incorporated into the SRS.  Final delivery to DISA via the DOORS database tool will occur on or about 01 November 1999.  Subsequently, the SRS will be posted on the DISA SRS web page.  Outstanding issues and/or comments that cannot be resolved will be discussed at the next TWG for future incorporation.
