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The meeting was convened by Glenda Hayes, MITRE support to SHADE.  Co-chair, Mr. Jim Pipher was introduced, as well as Mr. Stan Davis, also with SHADE.  The attendance and invitee spreadsheet is being posted at the Subpanel website.

The Namespace Mgmt Brief, approved at the Dec 1999 meeting of the COE’s Configuration Review Control Board (Dec CRCB Brief - Namespace Mgmt.ppt), was reviewed by Glenda Hayes (MITRE/SHADE) to set the stage for today’s meeting – introducing the POCs for the 9 approved namespaces.

The Naming Conventions and Guidance Brief (SSDMD_XML_Naming_Feb00.ppt) was presented by Bilal Hassan (FGM, Inc/SHADE) to provide general guidance to those developing xml tag names.  There was considerable discussion as to what assistance DISA could provide as a starter set for units of measure and other common types of data structures.  SHADE took an action to develop a candidate set of common terms with enterprise applicability.  On the guidance of “use common abbreviations” the issue was raised as to which source should be used.  Susan Wolfley (MITRE/Scott) suggested JCS Pub 1-02 (Dictionary of Military Terms) as an authoritative set for some abbreviations.  Howard Luck (CFITS) indicated that there was no standard, deconflicted set of abbreviations for all of DoD.  Glenda Hayes suggested that SHADE offer glossaries of abbreviations (such as JCS Pub 1-02) in an easily retrievable and navigable form.  John Schneider (MITRE/Langley AFB) raised a concern about SHADE’s recommendation for one-to-one mapping of table/column names to xml elements, citing the inevitable brittleness of such tight coupling.  SHADE rescinded that recommendation.  

Glenda Hayes introduced each of the namespace managers, giving each an opportunity to make a statement and/or progress report.  The concern about a namespace for Messages was raised once again – since USMTF crosses many functional boundaries.  Glenda repeated the Namespace Convergence plan briefed at the Dec CRCB Meeting for transitioning the Message xmlmtf tags into the appropriate functional or Enterprise namespace.  Although there was no specific process given for accomplishing the convergence, there was general consensus by the attendees to accept this strategy pending additional information.

Mike Chase, manager for the Messages Namespace, identified the efforts of DISA-CFITS, AC2ISRC/C2PM/MITRE
, and DISA-SHADE in getting the xmlmtf tags and amplifying information assembled and registered into the COE XML Registry.  6146 xml elements, developed from the information in the USMTF 2000 Baseline Specification were recorded into the Messages Namespace.  The 6146 xml tags are sheltered from the public pending approval to make these atomic elements publicly accessible.  Mike Chase, chair of the USMTF CCB, is working this action within DISA.  The valid values for the (enumerated) tags will be available as separate xml documents and linked to the xml elements in the Registry during the next phase.  

Jaci Knudson, manager for the Tracks & Reports Namespace, reported the Common Track Data Store activity for developing a schema and xml tags for representing and transmitting data from the Common Operational Picture. As part of this activity, 458 xml tags have been entered into the Registry.

Bob Carnevale, manager for the Ground Operations Namespace, presented a brief describing his plans for managing the namespace, complete with tentative schedule.  The brief is being posted at the Subpanel website.  

Other namespace managers were present and will provide a statement during the next Subpanel Meeting: Toni Weir (COE Enterprise), Ray Spinosa (Air Ops), Anthony Galassi (Geospatial & Imagery), Dedra Robertson (Combat Support).  Tom Nabors (METOC) and Ted Wiatrak (GMI) were unable to attend this meeting, but there were attendees affiliated with METOC and DIA at the meeting.

After the namespace managers were introduced and given an opportunity to make a statement or report, a briefing was given by Tom Clarke of Extensibility (which is being posted at the Subpanel website).

Due to time overrun, Frank Farance was invited to present at the next Subpanel meeting, but his briefing is being posted at the Subpanel website for this meeting.  The next scheduled meeting for the DATATWG will be 4 Apr, with the Database Segmentation Subpanel meeting in the afternoon.  The next meeting of the SSD-MD is scheduled for the afternoon of 9 May.
