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ARLINGTON, VA, April 15, 2004-- The Defense Information Systems Agency has awarded three multiple year contracts to procure fiber optic infrastructure to help transform the Department of Defense's Global Information Grid (GIG).  The contracts are firm fixed-price with a potential value of roughly $55 million for implementation and $19 million for life cycle support.  This action does not involve Foreign Military Sales.   The requirement was published in FebBizOpps in October 2003 and resulted in receipt of ten offers.  Offers were reduced to seven when, after initial evaluation, all portions of the requirement were set-aside for small business in accordance with provision M.1 of the RFP.  The goal of the GIG-BE is to provide a survivable, secure infrastructure for the Department of Defense.   Thus specific details of the awards and the vendors involved will not be released to the public.  
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
